There is no 

harm in it. Such a walk is possible only if it does not cause hardship (work, weight) to a person. 

Therefore, it is appropriate for each person to make his journey first in his motherland. 

Academician Hojiakbar Rahmonkulov proudly analyzed the concept of patriotism and said, "The past 

hardships, sorrows, and wishes of my people were also my sad wishes. Our people achieved 
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independence by eliminating the remains of the sad, conscious, even tragic legacy of the past. 

Therefore, every person should love and value his native land. 

Man's maturity, his freedom, high standard of living, comfortable life and the necessary conditions 

for active work should be a place, that is, his homeland. 

In this regard, the concept of patriotism is analyzed in the verses of the great patriotic poet Abdulhamid

Because 

the people lost their identity and were separated from their homeland. 

M. Kahhorova's pamphlet "Prosperity of the Motherland" was dedicated to the 25th anniversary of 

our independence, in which she analyzed the meaning of the idea of "Prosperity of the Motherland", 

the embodiment of the feeling of homeland in the human heart, and the essence of the concept of 

patriotism.
